Authorizes a new type of involuntary commitment order to get intensive outpatient treatment to adults whose mental illness currently prevents them from seeking or accepting help.  Authorizes in participating counties a court to order a person into an assisted outpatient treatment program (AOT) if the court finds that the individual either meets existing "5150" involuntary commitment requirements (is gravely disabled or is a danger to self or others), or the person meets other criteria.
