VI. DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 

SB 1444 (Solis): Chapter 1075: Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault. (Amends Business and Professions Code Section 2236.1; amends Education Code Sections 44237, 67380 and 87010; amends Evidence Code Sections 352.1, 782 and 1103; amends Family Code Sections 358 and 3021; amends Government Code Sections 6254, 12970, 13960 and 19702; amends Penal Code Section 273.5; adds Penal Code Section 679.04; and, amends Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 1732, 1767.1, 1781, 6500, 8103, and 15610.63.) 

Existing law contains numerous provisions pertaining to domestic violence and sexual assault. 

This bill makes numerous changes to existing law relative to domestic violence and sexual assault, including the following:
--adds a discussion of domestic violence information to the brochure prepared by the Department of Health Services for persons applying for marriage licenses;
--adds the crime of spousal rape to the list of crimes that are conclusively presumed to be substantially related to the qualifications, functions, or duties of a physician and surgeon for purposes relating to professional certification;
-- adds the crime of spousal rape to the list of sex offenses required to be reported for specified elementary and high school teaching positions;
-- provides that the name of a victim of spousal rape may not be disclosed, as specified; and additional provisions. 

AB 2116 (Alby): Chapter 131: Warrantless Arrests: Domestic Violence. (Amends Penal Code Section 836.) 

Existing law specifies circumstances under which a peace officer may make an arrest without a warrant. 

This bill additionally permits peace officers to make warrantless arrests of persons who commit an assault or battery upon his or her spouse, upon a person with whom he or she is cohabiting, or upon the parent of his or her child, if the peace officer has reasonable cause to believe that the person to be arrested has committed the assault or battery and the peace officer makes the arrest as soon as that reasonable cause arises, whether or not the assault or battery has in fact been committed. 

AB 2170 (Knox): Chapter 851: Arrests. (Amends Penal Code Section 853.6.) 

Existing law provides that, in a case in which a person is arrested for a misdemeanor violation of a protective order, the person shall be taken before a magistrate instead of being released from custody pursuant to specified procedures, except as provided. 

This bill additionally provides that, in a case in which a person is arrested pursuant to specified law enforcement policies that encourage the arrest of domestic violence offenders, the person shall be taken before a magistrate, instead of being released, except as provided. 

AB 2224 (Kuehl): Chapter 904: Misdemeanor Battery Penalty: Restraining Orders. (Amends Family Code Section 6320; and, amends Penal Code Sections 136.2, 166, 243, and 273.6.) 

Existing law allows courts to issue restraining orders. 

This bill expands the existing misdemeanor battery penalty applicable to non-cohabitating former spouses and others, to apply to spouses, cohabitants and parents, as specified. This bill also clarifies the kinds of restraining orders issued by the family court. 

AB 2231 (Kuehl): Chapter 1140: Warrantless Arrest: Domestic Violence. (Amends Family Code Section 6380; adds Family Code Section 6380.5; and, amends Penal Code Section 836.) 

Existing law authorizes the issuance of various types of domestic violence protective and restraining orders. 

This bill specifies the conditions under which out-of-state protective or restraining orders shall be deemed valid and enforceable in this state. 

Existing law specifies circumstances under which a peace officer may make a warrantless arrest. Under these provisions, when a peace officer is responding to a call alleging a violation of a protective order, issued under specified provisions of the Family Code or the Penal Code, and the peace officer has reasonable cause to believe that the person against whom the order is issued has notice of the order and has violated the order, the peace officer may arrest the person without a warrant, and is required to confirm with appropriate authorities that a true copy of the protective order has been filed, except as provided. 

This bill instead authorizes a peace officer to make such a warrantless arrest when responding to a call alleging a violation of a domestic violence protective or restraining order, issued under the Family Code or specified provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure, the Welfare and Institutions Code, or the Penal Code, or issued by the court of another state, tribe, territory, and would require that the peace officer confirm with the appropriate authorities or the Domestic Violence Protective Order Registry, maintained by the Department of Justice, that a true copy of the protective order has been registered, except as provided. 

AB 2353 (Alpert): Chapter 983: Parole Conditions for Persons Convicted of Domestic Violence. (Adds Penal Code Section 3053.2.) 

Existing law authorizes the Board of Prison Terms (Board) to establish and enforce rules and regulations under which prisoners committed to state prisons may be allowed to go on parole and provides that, upon granting parole to a prisoner, the Board may impose any conditions that it deems proper. 

This bill requires the parole authority to impose specified conditions of parole on a person released from prison for a domestic violence offense, including participation in, or successful completion, of a batterer's program, and the issuance of protective orders. This bill further requires the parole agent or officer to conduct an assessment of the parolee and authorizes the agent or officer to require the parolee to participate in additional sessions of the program, under certain conditions. 

AB 2647 (Kuehl): Chapter 1139: Domestic Violence: Custody and Protective Orders (Amends Family Code Section 6380; adds Penal Code Section 273.65; amends Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 213.5, 302, 304, 332, 361, 362, 362.1, 362.4, 16206, and 16208; and, adds Welfare and Institutions Code Section 218.5.) 

Existing law allows courts to issue domestic violence protective orders. 

This bill makes changes in the law concerning domestic violence, with respect to child custody and dependency matters, and expands the types of protective orders, the violation of which constitutes a misdemeanor. 

AB 2819 (Caldera): Chapter 695: Domestic Violence: Judicial Training. (Adds Government Code Section 68555.) 

Existing law requires the Judicial Council to establish judicial training programs for family law matters. 

This bill additionally requires the Judicial Council to establish judicial training programs for domestic violence matters.
