IX. HUMANE OFFICERS AND ANIMALS

AB 1221 (Pringle): Chapter 804: Animals: Equines. (Add Penal Code Section 597.2.) 

Existing law prohibits cruelty to animals and provides for the care of abandoned animals. Animal regulation, state humane, or humane societies have authority to intervene on behalf of an equine, only when the animal is lost, abandoned or stray on a street, or if the animal is abused or starving. 

This bill provides that if an animal regulation agency sells an abandoned or a voluntarily relinquished equine at a public/private auction, the price must be set above the prevailing equine slaughter price. 

AB 3167 (Martinez): Chapter 381: Animals: Pets or Companions: Use as Food. (Amends Penal Code Section 598b.) 

Existing law prohibits any person from possessing, importing into this state, selling, buying, giving away, or accepting any carcass or part of any carcass of any animal traditionally or commonly kept as a pet or companion, with the sole intent of using or having another person use any part of the carcass as food. Existing law also prohibits any person from engaging in any of these acts with respect to this type of animal, with the sole intent of killing or having another person kill the animal for the purpose of using or having another person use any part of the animal for food. 

This bill adds to these prohibitions, the state exportation of the carcass or animal, for the purposes specified, and would broaden the scope of intent involved in the prohibited acts.
