XV. VICTIMS

SB 1983 (Haynes): Chapter 1060: Victim Notification Program. (Adds Penal Code Section 4024.4.) 

Existing law does not create a specific requirement for local law enforcement to notify victims or witnesses in criminal cases when a defendant is released locally. 

This bill authorizes a board of supervisors, with the prior concurrence of the county sheriff, city councils, and the chief of police, to establish a notification procedure to provide notice of the release of any person incarcerated at, or arrested and released on bail from, a local detention facility under its jurisdiction, to those victims of crime who have been identified by law enforcement and have requested to be so notified. A county or city and two or more counties or cities are authorized to contract with a private entity to implement this procedure. $100,000 is appropriated to the Board of Corrections for the purpose of providing grants to counties and cities to implement a victim notification program.
