XVIII. MISCELLANEOUS

SB 1519 (Johnson): Chapter 258: Department of Justice: Internet Directory. (Amends Penal Code Section 168; and, adds Penal Code Section 14201.6.) 

Existing law requires the Attorney General to establish and maintain a variety of automated computer database systems. 

This bill requires the Department of Justice to establish and maintain a publicly accessible computer internet directory of information relating to persons for whom an arrest warrant has been issued pursuant to an alleged violation of any offense defined as a violent felony, critical missing children, and unsolved homicides. 

AB 2112 (Goldsmith): VETOED: Board of Corrections: Composition. (Amends Penal Code Section 6025.) 

Existing law provides that the Board of Corrections is composed of 11 members, 3 of whom are ex-officio members, and 8 of whom are appointed by the Governor after consultation with, and with the advice of, the Secretary of the Youth and Adult Correctional Agency. The Governor's appointments are subject to confirmation by the Senate. 

This bill expands the Board of Corrections from 11 to 14 members, and includes among the appointed members, a chief probation officer from a county under 1,000,000, a manager or administrator of a county juvenile facility, 1 member with substantial experience or expertise in one or more specified areas, and a deputy sheriff of the rank of sergeant or below with a minimum of 5 years experience. 

This bill redefines existing membership, specifying that 1 of the 2 existing public members would become a juvenile services representative, and the administrator of a community based correctional program would become an administrator of a community based youth correctional program. This bill also provides that the term of each member appointed by the Governor before January 1, 1997, shall expire on that date, and authorizes the Governor to appoint persons to new terms, as specified.
