Existing law provides for specified rights for victims of crime. 

This bill additionally provides, where the defendant is subject to an indeterminate sentence, the victim or other persons to whom these provisions apply may have their statements recorded or otherwise preserved. This bill requires the board to consider statements from members of the victim's immediate family in deciding whether to release the prisoner on parole. This bill also provides to the prosecutor, victim, and other persons covered by these provisions the right to appear before the board by means of videoconferencing, as defined, if videoconferencing is available at the hearing site.
