XVIII. MISCELLANEOUS (Crimes Not in Penal Code.) 

SB 198 (Kelley): Chapter 110: Tobacco: Minors. 

(Amends Section 308 of Welfare and Institutions Code.)

Existing law generally provides every person, firm, or corporation which sells or deals in tobacco must post conspicuously and keep posted in their place of business a copy of the provisions in the Penal Code prohibiting the selling of tobacco products to, and the purchasing of tobacco products by, minors. 

This bill instead requires the posting of the notice required by the Stop Tobacco Access to Kids Enforcement ("STAKE") Act set forth in the Business and Professions Code, which must state, among other things, that selling tobacco products to anyone under eighteen years of age is illegal and subject to penalties.

Existing law prohibits a number of actions related to political activities. For example, Government Code Section 3205 generally prohibits an employee or officer of a local agency or a candidate for local office of a local agency from soliciting a political contribution from an officer or employee of that agency, or from a person on an employment list of that agency, with knowledge that the person from whom the contribution is solicited is an officer or employee of that agency. Exceptions for general "mass" solicitations apply. Violations are punishable as a misdemeanor and the local district attorney is given explicit authority to prosecute offenders. 

This bill creates a new crime which prohibits any person who holds--or who is seeking election or appointment to--any office from directly or indirectly, offering or arranging for any increase in compensation or salary for an employee of a state or local agency in exchange for, or a promise of, a contribution or loan to any committee controlled directly or indirectly by the person who holds, or who is seeking election or appointment to, an office. A violation is punishable by imprisonment in a county jail for a period not exceeding one year, a fine not exceeding $5,000, or by both that imprisonment and fine.
