Easier Parking Comes to San Francisco

In 2009, the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency (SFMTA) will launch SFpark, a new approach to parking management that will make parking in San Francisco easier and more convenient. Real-time information about availability, combined with demand-responsive pricing, longer time limits, and new meters will make parking easier to find and pay for so drivers can circle less and live more.

Parking doesn’t have to be frustrating. Demand-responsive pricing will help SFMTA improve parking availability by creating, most of the time, about one open space per block and garages that almost always have a space. For those who drive, more open spaces combined with real-time information about where parking is available  will make the search for parking easier. Longer time limits will help make parking more convenient, while new parking meters that accept coins, credit cards, and the SFMTA parking smart card will make it easier to pay. 
Circle less. Live more.

By making it easier to find a parking space, SFMTA will reduce double parking and the amount of time drivers have to circle to find a space. Here’s a few ways everyone will benefit:

· Improved Muni speed and reliability from by improving the flow of traffic

· Better air quality and less greenhouse gas emissions by reducing congestion and helping public transit become more attractive
· Improved safety by reducing double parking and circling, with fewer car, bicycle, and pedestrian collisions
· Fewer parking tickets.  With longer time limits and easier ways to pay, it will be easy for drivers to avoid parking tickets.

Together, these benefits and more will make San Francisco’s neighborhoods more pleasant and economically vibrant.  
Facts About SFpark: Parking by the Numbers
· 6,000: Metered parking spaces that will be part of SFpark pilot areas (25 percent of total)
· 11,500: SFMTA-managed parking garage spaces in SFpark pilot areas

· $0.50: Maximum amount per hour parking prices can go up or down when they are adjusted every four to six weeks
· $24.75 million: Cost of the SFpark pilot projects (80 percent funded by the Federal Urban Partnership Program)
