Senate Transportation and Housing Committee and the 
Assembly Transportation Committee 
Findings and Recommendations of the 
National Surface Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission
The Senate Transportation and Housing Committee and the Assembly Transportation Committee are holding a joint hearing on Tuesday, February 26, at 1:30 p.m. in Room 4203.

The subject of the hearing is the National Surface Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission (Commission) report entitled "Transportation for Tomorrow:  Report of the National Surface Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission."  

Congress created the Commission noting that "it is in the National interest to preserve and enhance the surface transportation system to meet the needs of the United States in the 21st century."   The Commission was charged by Congress to review the nation's transportation assets, policies, programs and revenue mechanisms, and to prepare a plan to achieve a long-term transportation vision.  
The 12-member Commission included Steve Heminger, Executive Director, Metropolitan Transportation Commission.  Mr. Heminger will be at the hearing to present the findings and recommendations of the Commission. The Commission’s report was released last month.  Following Mr. Heminger's presentation, representatives from other transportation interests will share their perspectives on the Commission's findings.
