XIII. UNDOCUMENTED PERSONS

AB 81 (Napolitano): VETOED: Undocumented Persons: Intimidation. (Adds Civil Code Section 51.15; and, adds Penal Code Section 181.5.) 

Existing law makes it a felony to hold any person in involuntary servitude. Existing law also provides for enhanced penalties for a person who commits a felony or attempts to commit a felony because of the victim's race, color, religion, nationality, country of origin, ancestry, disability, or sexual orientation. 

This bill provides that any person who induces, or attempts to induce, another person to work for wages below minimum wage, to work in unsafe or unlawful working conditions, or to purchase food, housing, transportation, clothing, tools, or any item for use in the workplace by threatening to report the person as an undocumented person or threatening to have the person deported, is guilty of a misdemeanor. 

AJR 48 (Conroy): Res. Chapter 24: Undocumented Persons. 

This bill memorializes Congress and the President of the United States to deal aggressively with the problem of undocumented persons convicted of crimes in this state, including the stationing of an officer of the Immigration and Naturalization Service at each detention facility in the state. 

AJR 58 (Firestone): Res. Chapter 23: Undocumented Persons: Treaties: Incarceration. 

This bill requests that the President of the United States make treaties with foreign governments to provide for the incarceration in their countries of origin for undocumented persons who are convicted of crimes in California.
