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4. SB 354 Skinner Foster youth: relative placement. 
The proposed amendments, as described in Comment 4 on 
page 14 of the analysis, preclude placement of a child in a 
home if the applicant or other adult in the home has been 
convicted of specified violent felonies against a child or adult 
within the last five years. 
 

6. SB 537 Rubio Child welfare: domestic violence. 
The proposed amendments, as described in Comment 1 on 
page 5 of the analysis, clarifies section 300.4’s application to a 
child. The proposed amendments, described in Comment 2 on 
page 6, adds tribal representatives as members of the 
workgroup.
